Taking Care of Your Teeth©eé

The most important thing you can do is to brush and floss your teeth each day. Most mouth
woes are caused by plaque - a sticky layer of bacteria, bits of food and other organic matter
that forms on your teeth. Brushing removes plaque from the large surfaces of the teeth and
from just under the gums. Flossing removes plaque from between your teeth.

Brush at least twice a day, but no more than three times a day as brushing too often can
damage your gums. Brush for at | east 2 minutes
oextra softdé bristles.

Change your toothbrush regularly - after 3 months or when the bristles start to flare,
whichever comes first. Most toothpastes contain fluoride, which has been proven to prevent
cavities. Fluoride can also stop small cavities from getting worse. It can even reverse early
tooth decay.
